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(1 or 2 week courses throughout the year)

This course is suitable for practising primary or secondary teachers who wish:

Objectives

The intention is to refresh the teaching skills of existing teachers of Spanish and/or to
help in the re-training of teachers of other languages and other subjects.

General Spanish: from A2 level: this course involves small group teaching, allowing
concentrated, thorough study of Spanish, and develops all aspects of the language -
listening, speaking, reading and writing. The course will develop the participants’
language skills to help increase their abilities to teach and communicate in Spanish.

Teaching Methodology: these classes will be in closed groups from 1-10 participants
and aim to refresh teaching techniques and/or provide training in teaching Spanish.

4 skills

The 4 skills of reading, writing, speaking
and listening are all developed
systematically through activities,
games, role plays etc. Sometimes the
approach is more traditional and direct,
and sometimes it is more intuitive.
